Putin familiar with modern slang,
says Russian Presidential aide

Vladivostok, Russian
President Vladimir Putin is
familiar with modern slang, the
Kremlin spokesman Dmitry
Peskov said on Saturday at the
sidelines of the 10th Eastern
Economic Forum (EEF-2025)
being held in Vladivostok.South

"The President has a family,
the president has
grandchildren. And, of course,
let's say, manifestations of
modern subculture cannot
pass him by," Peskov was
quoted as saying by leading
Russian daily Izvestia.

When asked by the
reporters if modern slang was
used at official meetings,
Peskov mentioned that, in
everyday life, the Russian
leader still expresses himself
differently and does not use
youth slang expressions during
the work process.

During an official visit to
Vladivostok on September 4,
the Russian leader was told
about new slang expressions,
including "cringe", "guyz",
"troubles" and "chill rink", the
newspaper reported.

Putin visited the 'Unique
Russian Language' exhibit at
the EEF and was shown how
phrases with the same
meaning change in different
eras. The Russian President
also offered to play game on
youth slang on one of the
interactive panels, where he
had to correctly place stresses
in words.

Representatives of more
than 70 countries and
territories are participating in
the EEF-2025 from September
3–6 in Vladivostok, organised
by the Roscongress
Foundation.

The forum is a key
international platform for
creating and strengthening ties
between the Russian and
global investment

communities, a comprehensive
expert assessment of the
economic potential of the
Russian Far East, and the
presentation of its investment
opportunities and business
conditions in the advanced
development areas.

The main theme of the
Eastern Economic Forum
2025 is 'The Far East -
cooperation for peace and
prosperity'. The Forum events
are held in the format of panel
sessions, round tables,
televised debates, business
breakfasts and business
dialogues dedicated to
Russia's relations with various
countries of the world.

"In the context of
geopolitical transformations,
government officials,
politicians, entrepreneurs and
experts at the Forum will
focus on an in-depth
discussion of the prospects for
mutually beneficial
cooperation between Russia
and the countries of the Asia-
Pacific region," the Russian
Foreign Ministry stated at the
start of the event.

The MEA stated that
Singh's visit to Iceland will
strengthen bilateral ties as
well as the interaction
between the strategic and
research communities of India
and the Nordic countries.

On Thursday, Singh met
with Foreign Minister
Gunnarsdottir to review
progress in key sectors,
including trade and
investment, renewable
energy, geothermal energy,
and fisheries. He conveyed
India’s appreciation for
Iceland’s strong condemnation
of the Pahalgam terror attack
and reiterated New Delhi’s
commitment to further
strengthening ties in areas of
mutual interest.

J&K LoP accuses NC of instigating national
emblem defacing at Hazratbal shrine

Jammu, Senior BJP leader
and Leader of Opposition (LoP)
in J&K Assembly, Sunil
Sharma on Saturday
condemned the defacing of
the national emblem by
hooligans at the Hazratbal
shrine on Friday and accused
the ruling National Conference
(NC) of allegedly supporting
separatists and
terrorists.Millennial media

Speaking to the media
here on Saturday about
yesterday’s incident in which
a group of hooligans defaced
the national emblem engraved
on an inauguration marble
slab at the Hazratbal shrine in
Srinagar, Sunil Sharma said,
“Whether the emblem should
have been engraved on the
inauguration stone at the
Hazratbal shrine or not, is a
different debate, but the real
question is whether the
defacing of the national
emblem is justified?

“The national emblem is
the symbol of India’s unity,

integrity and sovereignty and
the way the National
Conference justifies the issue
only confirms the belief that it
is a semi-separatist group that
has formed itself into a
political party supporting anti-
national elements and
terrorists.”

The BJP leader said the
way the Congress party is
maintaining silence over the
issue is not understandable.

“I am not here to give
certificates to anybody, but
the way the Congress party
is maintaining silence over

the issue is not
understandable”, Sharma
said.

It must be recalled that a
group of hooligans yesterday
defaced the national emblem
engraved on a marble slab at
the Hazratbal shrine.

The hooligans used stones
to smash the national
emblem. Police have now
registered an FIR into the
incident under the relevant
sections of law and has started
fixing responsibility on those
involved in the shameful act.

Darakhshan Andrabi,
chairperson of the local Waqf
Board yesterday regretted the
incident and demanded
stringent action against those
responsible for the
unfortunate incident and those
responsible for instigating the
hooligans to resort to such an
act.

She also blamed the NC,
without naming anybody
directly, for having instigated
the hooligans to indulge in
such an anti-national act.

GST reforms: Banks expect increased credit
demand across retail, MSME, agri segments

New Delhi, With the Goods
and Services Tax (GST)
reforms, banks expect
increased credit demand
across retail, MSME, and
agricultural segments as
incomes rise and business
investment picks up.South

According to Ajay Kumar
Srivastava, MD and CEO,
Indian Overseas Bank, the
reform will create a strong
effect across the economy,
leading to improved cashflows
for distributors and retailers,
greater working capital access
for small businesses, and
expanded credit requirements
amid rising demand.

“Overall, this decision acts
as a catalyst for inclusive
growth and economic
transformation aligning itself
to India’s vision of Viksit
Bharat”, said Srivastava.

This move makes taxation

more transparent and easier
to follow.

“We expect these
measures will drive an
estimated growth in
consumption over 8-10 per
cent in the next two quarters
in rural markets, particularly
benefiting farmers through
reduced costs on agricultural
products where GST has been
brought down from the 12 per
cent to 5 per cent,” according
to Srivastava.

The price cuts on daily
essentials like dairy products,
household items, and
consumer durables will

provide more relief and
reduce the burden to the
consumers.

The reduced GST on
vehicles, electronics, and
housing materials will create
demand for these segments,
while making insurance
policies completely tax-free
will enhance financial
inclusion.

According to Sanjay
Agarwal, Senior Director,
CareEdge Ratings, GST rate
cuts result in a decrease in the
final price of goods and
services, which enhances
consumer purchasing power
and could stimulate demand
across various sectors.

The impact is generally
visible in the consumer
durables segment. Lower GST
rates on automobiles,
electronics, and appliances
not only make these products
more affordable but also
expand the addressable
market to include price-
sensitive consumers who were
previously priced out.

India-US relationship vital, say BJP and

allies as Trump calls Modi ‘Great PM’
New Delhi, As US

President Donald Trump
described Prime Minister
Narendra Modi as a "great
Prime Minister" and
reaffirmed the “special
relationship” between India
and the United States, leaders
of India’s ruling parties on
Saturday welcomed the
remarks, emphasising the
strategic importance of the
bilateral ties.

The statement from
President Trump comes amid
ongoing tensions between
Washington and New Delhi
over issues such as tariffs and
India’s purchase of Russian
oil. Speaking from the Oval
Office on Friday, Trump said:
"I'll always be friends with
(Narendra) Modi… He’s a
great Prime Minister. He's
great. But I just don't like what
he's doing at this particular
moment. Still, India and the
United States have a special
relationship. There's nothing
to worry about. We just have
moments on occasion."

BJP MP Ghulam Ali Khatana
told IANS, “We welcome all
positive statements. We have
a strong relationship with the
US, including trade. It’s
commendable. PM Modi’s firm
stance for the farmers shows
maturity and diplomacy.”

BJP MP Praveen
Khandelwal echoed similar
sentiments, saying, “India has
always believed in Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam. That is the
guiding mantra of PM Modi’s
foreign policy.”

JD(U) leader Rajeev
Ranjan emphasised the long-
standing value of India-US
relations: "The relationship
between the two countries is
crucial. Both nations have
invested significantly in
strengthening ties. Ups and
downs are natural in
diplomacy. What’s important
is to stay hopeful and keep
building on the relationship."

Neeraj Kumar, another
JD(U) leader also reacted and
said, “What Donald Trump
says is for the Foreign Ministry
to respond to officially. But one
thing is clear—PM Modi puts
national interest above all.
Praise is secondary. National
interest is our top priority.”

BJP MP Manoj Tiwari,
reacting to the development,
said, "No one can suppress
India now. The relationships
we have built with global
powers are strong and
transparent. Today, Trump
has acknowledged PM Modi’s
leadership. Our friendship will
continue. Any minor issues can
be resolved."

Shortly after Trump’s
comments, Prime Minister
Modi also responded positively
on social media, stating:
"India and the US have a very
positive and forward-looking
Comprehensive and Global
Strategic Partnership."

PM Modi's comments came
hours after President Trump
took a positive view when
asked whether he blamed
anyone for “losing India to
China”, and he responded
saying, “I don’t think we
have.” Trump added that he
gets “along very well” with
Prime Minister Modi but was
“very disappointed” with India
over New Delhi’s purchase of
Russian oil.

“I've been very
disappointed that India would
be buying so much oil, as you
know, from Russia, and let
them know that we put a very
big tariff on India, 50 per cent
tariff, very hot tariff,” he noted.

$535 billion by FY26, growing over 7 pc

New Delhi, India's food
processing sector is expected
to reach $535 billion by FY26,
buoyed primarily by rising
consumption and increased

The government support
through initiatives like ‘Make
in India’, and technological
advancements in AI-driven
automation and smart
packaging were other factors
driving the industry forward,
industry experts said at an
event organised by Informa
Markets.

India’s organic food
market — currently valued at
$1.9 billion — is projected to
expand at a compound annual
growth rate (CAGR) of 20.13
per cent to $10.8 billion by
2033. Meanwhile, the food
ingredients segment is
growing at 7–8 per cent
annually.

Experts indicate that these
trends position India to
become a global hub for food
and packaging materials.

Dr Meenakshi Singh, Chief
Scientist at the Council of
Scientific and Industrial
Research (CSIR), said that
“food ingredients form the
backbone of the food sector,
with packaging playing an
equally critical role in ensuring

safety and quality.”
The three-day event

featured over 350 exhibitors
from India and abroad and
attracted more than 15,000
professionals from 50
countries.

“India’s food processing
sector is undergoing a
transformative phase, driven
by rising health
consciousness, growing
preference for organic and
plant-based foods, and a
notable shift in dietary
patterns,” said Yogesh
Mudras, Managing Director of
Informa Markets in India.

He added that the organic
food market is projected to
touch Rs 75,000 crore by
2025, as consumers show a
growing willingness to pay a
premium for healthier options.

India's food processing
sector contributes 7.7 per cent
to the manufacturing output
and supporting over 7 million
jobs.

Police accused of torturing man in custody,
trying to pull out teeth with pliers in Kerala

Kollam (Kerala), As the
row over the custodial torture
of a Youth Congress leader in
Thrissur continues, a similar
case emerged in Kerala’s
Kollam district on
Friday.Mil lennial media
consulting

Kulathupuzha Police
Station in Kollam district, in
the southern part of the state,
has come under scanner after
allegations of custodial
torture, according to a local
report.

The report said the incident
took place on August 31, when
police allegedly attempted to
extract the teeth of a 50-year-
old man, Anil Kumar of
Chozhiyakode in

Kulathupuzha, using a pair of
pliers. The victim later
underwent treatment at the
Punalur Government Taluk
Hospital, where the damaged
teeth were removed, the
report claimed. The
Kulathupuzha police denied
any custodial torture, stating
that he was taken into custody
for creating a nuisance under
the influence of alcohol. The
police dismissed his claim of
attempted teeth extraction,
claiming that he was released
on bail the same day and
showed no health issues at the
time. In his complaint to the
Kollam Rural Superintendent
of Police, Anil Kumar stated
that the police stopped him

while he was going home with
friends on August 31 on
charges of having consumed
liquor. He alleged that the
police detained him after he
objected to their conduct, the
media report said.

Anil Kumar alleged that he
was assaulted inside the police
vehicle and at the station,
where the cops tried to pull
out his teeth with a pair of
pliers. He said he lost
consciousness during the
ordeal and was taken to the
Kulathupuzha Government
Hospital. However, Anil Kumar
was later admitted to the
Punalur Taluk Hospital after
feeling unwell, where three
teeth were removed surgically.
